REQUIRED HEALTH TESTS

Dear Friends:

Excitement for the All American Sales is building!  We believe that this is one of the finest groups of cattle for these great sales and you are part of it!  It is important that you read this letter and follow-up on all the details.  Please remember that the health certificate is only good for 30 days so don’t test too early!
HEALTH TEST REQUIRED FOR LIVE ANIMALS:

1. BRUCELLOSIS:  Each animal must have a negative Brucellosis test, conducted within 30 days of the sale.  Official calfhood vaccinates under 6 months of age, as of sale day, need not be tested; however, their vaccination tattoo must be legible and listed on the health certificate.  Send along the calfhood vaccination certificate if available.  With the introduction of the “R” vaccine, any vaccinated animal will never show positive, regardless of how close the test is run from the vaccination date.
2. TUBERCULOSIS:  Each animal must have a negative T.B. test conducted within 30 days of the sale.  This is a requirement even if you are a Certified Free State or a Certified Free Herd.

3. LEUKOSIS:  Each animal must have a negative Bovine Leukosis test conducted within 150 days of the sale (e.g., Elisa or AGID).

4. BVD-PI:  Each animal must have a negative Antigen Detection test (e.g., Earnotch or Elisa).  This test can take one week.  There is no requirement of when the test is conducted, but proper documentation of the negative result and date of test is required.
5. ANAPLASMOSIS:  Each animal must have a negative Anaplasmosis test within 30 days of the sale.
6.  MILKING COWS ONLY:  Each lactating cow must have a negative composite milk culture for Staph Aureus and Mycoplasma Species.  This test takes approximately 10 days. 

7. JOHNES: Each lactating age animal must have a negative Johnes test within 150 days of sale (e.g., Elisa, AGID, Fecal Culture or DNA Probe).

8. REQUIRED SHOTS:  All animals must have proof (listed on health chart) of shipping fever booster no less than 10 days prior to sale and not more than 60 days prior to date of sale.  A 9-way shot is highly recommended.

9. HEALTH CERTIFICATE:  An individual health certificate is requested for each animal.  Photocopy, of original for the number of animals on the paper is acceptable.  Please put animal’s TATTOO or the HERD MANAGEMENT NUMBER from tamperproof American ID tag on health certificate.  WE MUST RECEIVE THE HEALTH CERTIFICATE AND A COPY OF THE TB TEST CHART TO BE ELGIBLE TO ENTER CERTAIN STATES.
10. PERMIT NUMBER:  All health charts must have a permit number on them for animals to be admitted to the state of Kentucky.  Please have your Vet call the State Veterinarians office in Kentucky to obtain your permit number.  502-564-3956. The State of Kentucky will no longer give blanket permit numbers.

FOR EMBRYO PACKAGES:   An embryo recovery form is required in the Jersey Marketing Service office before your embryos will be sold in the All American Sale.  Please mail, fax or email a copy to our office immediately.

PRODUCTION TRANSFERS:  We cannot emphasize this point enough.  Consignors of milking animals (or dry cows that have completed at least one lactation) must send production transfers (cow pages) with their consignments.  The buyer of your animal needs this information!  Send the registration certificate with a signed transfer on the reverse side along with your consignment.  
IMPORTANT NOTICE:
The commission for the Pot O’Gold Sale is 25% with 17% contributed to the Pot O’Gold contest.  The commission for the All American Sale is 20% on all females up to the $10,000 selling price.  Commission on all amounts above $10,000 will be 15%.  All consignors will be paid upon the completion of all necessary clerking and accounting procedures. 

ARRIVAL DATE:  We strongly recommend cattle arrive in Louisville on Monday, October 31st.  All cattle must be in place no later than 12:00 Noon, Tuesday, November 1st.  They will need time to adjust so they will look their best for the sale.

PREPARATION FOR SALE:  Any efforts you can make in preparing your consignments before she leaves home will be beneficial to you and the sale.  Putting an animal on the truck directly out of the pasture or barn is not fair to her, you, or the sale.  A few things are especially important.

1. Trim feet now, if needed.

2. Tie up and break to lead well in advance.

3. Get her used to eating and drinking out of feed tubs.

4. Clean and groom her so that her hair coat is in good shape.

5. Clip heads only.  We will have professional fitters to clip the animals at the sale.

6. A pregnancy check is recommended for animals bred over 35 days.  All animals will be checked again at the sale.

SPECIAL NOTES FROM THE ALL AMERICAN SALE COMMITTEE:  The All American Sale Committee will have the authority to make special announcements and to make withdrawals.  They will check with the consignor prior to any actions.

We encourage you to do all you can to help get your animal sold for a fair price.  We will work hard at finding buyers for each consignment.  Take some time to contact potential buyers about your consignment with a phone call or a letter.  A successful sale takes hard work on everyone’s part.  

We look forward to tremendous sales in Louisville and thank you for parting with a great group of consignments.  We hope to see you at the sale!
