Dear Jersey Friends:

As sale time approaches, we hope all is proceeding well for you and your 

consignment(s) to this year's sale.  Below is pertinent information concerning health testing:
ALL ANIMALS NEED TO BE TESTED AFTER MAY 26TH BUT BEFORE JUNE 12TH SO YOU CAN HAVE YOUR HEALTH PAPER READY BY JUNE 15TH FOR TRAVEL TO WISCONSIN.
1. BRUCELLOSIS:  Each animal must be an official calf hood vaccinate for Brucellosis to be eligible to enter all states.  Official calf hood vaccinates under 6 months of age, as of sale day need not be tested.  All others must have a negative Brucellosis test, conducted within 30 days of the sale.  With the introduction of the “R” vaccine, any vaccinated animal will never show positive, regardless of how close the test is run from the vaccination date.  
2. TUBERCULOSIS:  Each animal must have a negative T.B. test conducted within 30 days of the sale.  This is a requirement even if you are a Certified Free State or a Certified Free Herd.  
3. BOVINE LEUKOSIS: Each animal must have a negative Bovine Leukosis within 150 days of sale (e.g., Elisa or AGID).

4. BVD-PI:  Each animal must have proof of a negative Antigen Detection test (e.g., Earnotch or Elisa).  This test can take one week.  Proper documentation of negative test is required.  A documented negative test at any age is acceptable.
5. ANAPLASMOSIS:  Each animal must have a negative Anaplasmosis test within 30 days of the sale.

6. REQUIRED SHOTS: All animals must have proof of (listed on health chart) shipping fever booster no less than 10 days prior to sale and not more than 60 days prior to date of sale.  A 9-way shot is highly recommended.
7. HEALTH CERTIFICATE: An individual health certificate is required for each animal.  Please put animal’s TATTOO or the HERD MANAGEMENT NUMBER from tamperproof American ID tag on health certificate.  WE MUST RECEIVE THE HEALTH CERTIFICATE AND A COPY OF THE TB TEST CHART TO BE ELGIBLE TO ENTER CERTAIN STATES.
8. BRAND INSPECTION:  Be sure that your animal has been brand inspected if required by your state. 
REGISTRATION CERTIFICATES: Send the registration certificate with a signed transfer on the reverse side.  Be sure to fill in accurate service information.  
PREPARATION FOR SALE: Any efforts you can make in preparing your consignment before she leaves the farm will go a long way in making sure she's at her best on sale day.  Putting an animal directly from the pasture onto a truck is not fair to her, you or the sale.  A few things are especially important:

1.   Trim feet now, if needed.

2. Tie your animal up for a few days, break to lead and get her used to being fed and watered from a bucket.

3. Clip your animal's head only.  We will body clip and professionally prepare your 

      consignment.

4. A pregnancy check is recommended for animals bred over 35 days.  All animals will 

be examined prior to the sale.

DELIVERY TO ARLINGTON, WISCONSIN:  The Jersey Marketing Service staff would like for all animals to start arriving at the Arlington Agricultural Research Station, DeForest, WI on Monday, June 20th after 12:00PM and be in place by 8:00PM on Tuesday, June 21st .  
TRUCKING:  CATTLE FROM THE WEST COAST AND EAST COAST NEED TO BE READY FOR TRAVEL BY JUNE 15TH.  HEALTH PAPERS MUST BE SENT WITH THE TRUCKER AS CERTAIN STATES ARE STRICTLY ENFORCING THE LAWS AND THE FINES ARE EXPENSIVE.
INJURY/DEATH:  Sales Management is not responsible for the injury or death of any sale consignment, while at the sale or enroute to the sale.  Any veterinarian bills incurred at the sale for sick animals will be the owner's responsibility.

CATALOGS:  If you have names of potential buyers who need to receive catalogs, please get us names and addresses.  You need to do all you can to promote your animal.
