Submit two letters of support, one from (1) a faculty advisor familiar with your academic goals and achievements; and the other from (2) a mentor in the Jersey community who knows you well and who can comment upon your career plans. These letters must be sent directly to the AJCA office postmarked July 1, 2010 or before.

NOTE: One-half of the scholarship will be paid when the recipient is recognized at the Junior Banquet in November, and only after proof of enrollment as a full-time student in an institution of higher education is presented to the AJCA. The second half will be paid after the recipient submits a transcript showing the previous term’s coursework and proof of enrollment for the next quarter/semester, providing GPA is 2.5 or higher.
